Compiling Course Evaluation Results with Respondus

Please follow these steps to prepare course evaluation results for your department. You must
have Respondus version 3.5 or later installed on your computer in order to compile the results.

Detailed instructions for installing Respondus may be found in the WebCT course “Faculty
Resources 3 — WebCT for Course Designers.”

Overview

1. Use Respondus to collect the responses from multiple-choice questions.

2. Download responses from text-based/paragraph questions.

3. Combine, save, and print the results.
Detailed steps

1. Open Respondus.
a. Click Start.

b. Select WebCT6/Vista 4 as the current personality.
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c. Click on Retrieval & Reports

d. Select WebCT 6 as the WebCT Server.
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Type http://webct6.samford.edu/ and then click Extract.
Click Institutions and select Samford University
Type your User Name and Password and click OK.

f. Use the pull-down menu to select the course.
g. Click Run Report.
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h. Click Download Records and click Save.

i. Save the file in the folder you created for course evaluations and use the following
naming convention: NURS 317 Smith text .

j- Click Log out in the upper right-hand corner to exit WebCT.

3. Combine, save, and print the results.
a. Open the folder where the files are saved.

b. Right-click on the CSV file for the first course and select Open With Microsoft
Office Excel .
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c. Copy the responses to the paragraph questions.

d. Close Excel.
e. Right-click on the HTML file for the first course and select Open with Microsoft
Office Word .
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f. Go to the end of the report and paste the text from Excel.

g. Save the file as a Word document. Use the following naming convention: NURS 371
Smith FINAL .

h. Go back to the folder where the course evaluation files are saved and the repeat the
process for the next course.
